ACM Interactions: Special Issue on Security


Author Guidelines

Submissions Deadline: February 1st, 2006

Publication Issue: May+June 2006 Issue
Overview of the Special Edition

The content of the special issues generally contains one central case study as well as several short articles on the same topic. 

Interactions invites papers in the following two formats:
1. Case studies (7 pages). Case Studies are reports on experiences gained and lessons learned designing, using, or studying security components/systems or techniques. They take a comprehensive view of a problem from requirements analysis through design, implementation, and use.
2. Articles (1-2 pages)).  Articles are much shorter and broader than case studies and may present research findings, points of view, social or philosophical inquires, novel interface designs, or other information relevant to the HCI community regarding security and the user experience.

Please keep in mind that Interaction is a magazine, not an academic journal, so do not include title pages or abstracts.  However, you should include references or other precedents where appropriate.
Authors

We prefer that each issue has no more than one contribution from the same author(s). Our publication guidelines also recommend that we not publish the same author more than twice in one year (six consecutive issues) although exceptions are made, especially for Mailbag (letters to the editors). The managing editor will work with each lead author to get paperwork done, clarify final edits, and ensure that images are of suitable resolution.
All submission must be in Microsoft Word format.  All images must be supplied in-line so that placement near associated text is clear, and as separate files following the naming conventions at the bottom of these guidelines.  All images must be in JPEG or TIFF format and at least 300 DPI with copyright clearance for use in the magazine. We cannot guarantee that submitted images will be used even if they meet these requirements for a variety of production reasons, including page length, section splits, and issue illustration techniques.

We have no guarantee that provided photos will be used but we strongly encourage all authors to supply photos, illustrations, and at the least illustration concepts.  Formatting is done in the production stage, so we encourage very light formatting in the submitted text (e.g., please discourage columns, sections, multiple headline styles, etc.).  

Process

Articles go through three rounds of editing.  First with the special edition editor for topic relevance and contribution, then the magazine editors for clarity and groundedness, and finally with the ACM managing editor for grammar, punctuation, and editing for length.  
Note that we specify page length for case studies and articles only as general guidance on article length.  Given that Interactions is a magazine with rich graphical layouts, the exact word count for each special issue section varies.  Once a submission is accepted for inclusion in the special issue, the most significant editing is often for length so you should be prepared to shorten your submission if needed.  Additionally, you will be asked to complete and submit a copyright form which will be sent to you via email.

We do not publish anything that has been previously published elsewhere, personal websites included. Nor do we publish anything that has been simultaneously submitted elsewhere. 

Authors will receive a courtesy copy of the magazine when it is printed, and professional reprints can be purchased from ACM if desired.

Submitting to the Special Issue of Interactions
A complete submission should contained the following:

1. Microsoft Word document (minimally formatted text and graphics)

2. Separate graphics files in JPEG or TIFF format (at least 300 DPI with copyright clearance)

3. Brief author biography (70 word maximum)

4. Cropped photograph of author’s face (2.5” x 2.5” or 6.25cm x 6.25cm) in JPEG or TIFF format

These files should be ZIP’d together into one file with the following naming scheme:
[Issue theme = security]_[lead author last name]_[type of submission = article or casestudy]_[issue publication date = 2006_MayJune].ZIP
